
 Did you ever have the experience of needing a motel room and not being 
able to find one? Think back to when you had an opportunity to travel. Perhaps 
it was with the family and the children were small. You were trying to get to your 
destination, but daylight had faded, and now in the early darkness of evening, 
you searched for a place to rest. But the night clerk at every motel had the same 
response. There were no rooms available. 
 
 Do you remember the unease and small level of panic when that hap-
pened? Imagine Mary and Joseph’s anxiety with a baby on the way! In fact, Je-
sus Christ came into this world uninvited. It didn’t matter that there was no room 
at the inn. God in Christ came to us anyway! 
 
 Indeed, it often appears that there’s no room in the world, let alone in the 
inn! Sometimes it’s also probably true that, sadly, there’s no room in our lives, as 
well. We tend to crowd out the Christ child, push Him aside, ask Him to return at 
a more convenient time. 
 
 Fortunately, Jesus comes to us, even when he’s uninvited! He comes to 
us even when we’d rather He didn’t. As we celebrate Christmas this week, let’s 
give thanks that the incarnate Son of God is with us! Let’s acknowledge His 
presence and sing as the angels sang: “Glory to God in the highest heaven!”
