TODAY’'S THOUGHT: Love cures people — both the ones who give it
and the ones who receive it.

The 2008 Summer Olympic Games open in Beijing this week, which
means that more than 550,000 spectators from around the world are descend-
ing on the Chinese capital to watch the games. And that’s not counting the 7 mil-
lion tickets the Chinese government has released at low cost so that its own citi-
zens can attend the games, or the more than 11,000 athletes who will be com-
peting, or the 16,000 journalists who will be covering the events. That's a lot of
people!

And guess what? They have to eat!

Officials estimate that the Beijing Olympics will cost more than $40 billion,
and a big chunk of that amount is for food. The Chinese government and Olym-
pic Committee are very concerned about being able to provide good food for
that many people.

Now read the Bible lesson from Matthew listed above. The disciples have
a similar concern. They don’t have to feed 5 million, but they do need to feed
more than 5 thousand. You know the story. Food is provided.

And that’s today’s lesson. If you're walking with Jesus, food for the journey
will always be provided. It may not look like much, but you will find that it's
plenty!
