     Foreclosures are usually bad 
news and we are certainly sym-
pathetic to families or houses of 
worship that have lost their 
homes. 

     However, in one sense the 
threat of foreclosure is good 
news. We were all born into sin 
and we had a desperate need, 
not for a loan modification but a 
life modification.  

     This means that anyone who 
belongs to Christ has become a 
new person. The old life is gone; 
a new life has begun!

     While some of us have sus-
tained losses in our jobs, the 
stock market, retirement savings 
and/or homes, the Good News is 
that life modifications are avail-
able to whosoever will.  

     If you haven’t already fore-
closed on your old life, it is cer-
tainly time to do that. The life-
modification office is still open. 

     Last month, Beth Shalom Temple in Corona, 
CA received a foreclosure notice. In 2008, the con-
gregation built a $1.4 million, 4,400-square-foot 
house of worship at the top of the real estate mar-
ket.   
 
     When the economy soured it greatly affected 
contributions to the synagogue. Today, the area 
surrounding the temple has an unemployment rate 
around 12% and the Temple struggles to keep 
afloat. 
 
     Repeatedly they have tried to modify their loan 
without success. Now, they are facing foreclosure. 
Religious institutions falling on hard financial times 
is becoming more common. Recently, the Crystal 
Cathedral declared bankruptcy and was forced to 
sell. Eventually the Roman Catholic Church pur-
chased the Garden Grove property.  
 
     Fortunately, at Orange Coast Church, in 2011 
contributions were up almost 10%! God has cer-
tainly blessed.
