Dwell on the Earth

1.  Names not in Book of life.  Rev 17:8

2.  Woe to those on the earth.  Rev 12:12

3.  Intoxicated.  Rev 17:2

Note:  John uses the term “dwell on the 
earth” to denote to wicked.  In Revelation 
there are only two cities: Babylon and New 
Jerusalem.  One on earth; one in heaven.



I am coming quickly, hold fast what 
you have, in order that no one take 
your crown.

1.  Esau lost out to Jacob.  Gen 25:34; 27:36

2.  Ruben lost out to Judah.  Gen 49:4, 8

3.  Saul lost out to David.  1 Sam 16:1, 13

4.  Shebna lost out to Eliakim.  Isa 15:22-25



Examples of Lost Crowns

5.  Joab lost out to Benaiah.  1 Kings 2:28-35

6.  Abiathar lost out to Zadok.  1 K 2:26, 35

7.  Judas lost out to Matthias.  Acts 1:25, 26

8.  Jews lost out to Gentiles.  Romans 11:11

Pillar In Temple

1. New Jerusalem Christ’s bride. Rev 21:2

2. Church is Christ’s bride.  Isaiah 65:5

3. Pillar = Church.  1 Peter 2:5; 1 Timothy 3:15

4. Church is God’s temple.  1 Cor 3:16

5. Christ is N. J.’s temple.  Revelation 21:22



Philadelphia’s Promises

1.  Kept from hour of trial.

2.  Pillar in the temple.
3.  Never have to leave home again.
4.  New name, the name of God.
5.  New name, the New Jerusalem.
6.  New name, the name of Christ.
